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Family Promise is Launching February 1st!!!  
 
 I am writing to share with you great news about Family Promise.  If you are new 
to St. Philipôs, Family Promise is a network of Christian Churches in New Castle County 
who have banded together to shelter in our congregations  homeless children and fami-
lies.  We will feed them, house them, and fellowship with them four weeks per year. 
 
 The good news is that Family Promise is launching on February 1, 2010!!  This is 
a solid date and St. Philipôs will be hosting its first families during the first week of April, 
which happens also to coincide with Holy Week.  What has made this possible?  Well, 
first and foremost, it is the work of Godôs Holy Spirit.  But that Spirit could not have 
done anything without all that St. Philipôs has given and continues to give.  Our mem-
bers have donated (literally!) thousands of hours of their time to recruiting other 
churches, hiring the executive director, researching locations for the Family Promise 
Center, and raising money (which is in excess of $13,000 at this point).  Letôs just think 
about that commitment from all of you for a moment and give thanks to God for the way 
in which he allows us to serve him and glorify him!  
 
 This has been a huge amount of heavy lifting to do all this administrative and 
planning and visioning work - think of the work it has taken and the grace of God that 
has been bestowed on us that we were able to do what we have done in the midst of the 
worst recession since the 1930ôs.   
 
 But, it has been administrative . . . what I am sincerely looking forward to, is 
when our guests come to St. Philipôs.  Iôm looking forward to receiving them into our 
ñhome,ò if you will, and sharing a meal with them.  Iôm excited about their children run-
ning around.  Iôm exhilarated about seeing them receive the news that they are able to 
move out of our network into a new home.  And I am hopeful that each of you will see 
this as an opportunity like few others to really impact the lives of people who need, not 
just our help, but need us to show them the face of God.  For, I believe that our lives will 
be forever changed if we allow ourselves to spend just a modicum of time to give to our 
guests. 
 
 I am reminded of Jesus speaking in the Gospel of Matthew ñTruly I tell you, just 
as you did it to one of the least of these who are my brothers, you did it to me.ò (Matthew
