From the Pastor

What Are We to Say About the Gulf Oil “Spill?” Pastor Downes

I've been putting off writing this Guidepost article for days and days now, but if I let it
go any longer, I think I’ll be flogged by our church administrator, Lisa. But it has just taken me
so long to try to formulate what | want to say as a pastor about this Gulf Oil Spill and the re-
sponse of people to it. What has been my struggle you may ask? Well, howam I ... For that
matter, how are we (as people of faith) to speak about this oil “spill” without it devolving into a
debate over “drill baby drill” versus “going green?” How can we speak about it without offend-
ing someone who is either “pro-business” or “pro-environment?” How can we talk about this
spill without pointing the finger of blame for lax regulations on democrats or republicans?

Up until now, | have personally had two major responses to the oil spill: The first has
been to be in silent shock over both the magnitude of oil that is flowing into the gulf and the fact
that in a world where we can put a man on the moon, that we are unable to plug up a pipe. My
second response is usually much more snarky and goes something like this - “Somehow very
smart people thought that we could stop this leak by either putting a “top hat” dome over the
gushing oil, or that we could cram golf balls and rubber tire shards (“top kill”) into the pipe to
clog it. Do we have Wile E. Coyote running things down there or what???!!!!!”

But what is a faith response to the spill? | guess it starts with asking what it means to be
a good steward. Because you and | both know that oil has played a central role in the develop-
ment of the United States and the world. It has lifted individuals out of poverty. It has pro-
vided jobs even in third world countries where without such jobs, they could possibly starve.
Technology advancements, scientific discovery . . . All of this is part of the world we have cre-
ated. Yet, for all our efforts to “improve” the world (which in some ways we’ve done well and in
some ways we have not), we are not God, despite our attempts to be God. Some will call it
greed, some will call it selfishness, some will call it imperfection - not just on the part of the
United States either (although our consumption of oil does outpace the entire world), but on
the part of the entire world. The entire world, and that includes you and me.

As people of faith, let's tell the truth. This is not about drilling—not really. Deep water
drilling is not bad. Qil is not bad. Itis all about you and me and our nation and the world being
good stewards of EVERYTHING - the environment, our time, our money, our business deci-
sions. If we truly were faithful stewards: people who faithfully allocated their time and the re-
sources entrusted to us by God . . . In other words if we made our spending and purchasing de-
cisions, as well as business and political decisions based on faithful stewardship - then maybe
BP (as well as the other oil giants) would have real oil spill contingency plans instead of out-
dated boilerplate. Our cars would be more efficient or we’d drive less, we’d have smaller homes
to heat, consumerism would not dominate our lives.

This is not communism you know! Itis a balance ... A balance between what we need/
want and the effect on others that obtaining those things has. It is faithfully asking ourselves
how we might faithfully live today in a way that shows love and care for the world and those in
it. Not all business is bad. Not all environmentalism is good. Not all democrats are bad. Not
all republicans are good. But those are not the issues. The issue is how you and I live our faith.
It is how we live as people who are called to witness to the gospel in word and deed. Amen.

Dominion over the Earth Coleman Bye

At the beginning of each council meeting, Pastor imparts to us a devotional. It may come from a
Biblical passage or book pertaining to the Bible or even an inspirational novel. Whatever the
source, after Pastor has read the passage, we typically break into small groups and discuss what it
means to us.

At the last council meeting, the point of discussion related to the book of Genesis 1:26 “Then

God said, ‘Let us make humankind in our image, according to our likeness; and let them have
dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the birds of the air, and over the cattle, and over all
the wild animals of the earth, and over every creeping thing that creeps upon the earth.” We as
small groups were asked to discuss what that meant to us.

What thoughts come to mind when we think about having “dominion” over something? Web-
ster’s Dictionary defines dominion as “sovereign or supreme authority; the power of governing or
controlling; independent right of possession or use”. God essentially gave man dominion over His
kingdom or to look at it another way, he has given us the responsibility to rule, govern and con-

trol His kingdom.

In light of mounting evidence of global warming, toxic waste dumps, a collection of garbage
twice the size of Texas floating in the Pacific Ocean and of course, most recently, the massive oil
“spill” in the Gulf of Mexico, it has really begs the question; do we want to govern the resources
of the earth that God has blessed us with for the benefit of everyone or do we govern for our own
self needs? Generally speaking, most Native American cultures centered their entire existence on
“Mother Earth” and all it provided them. They were very much aware of their role in the envi-
ronment and were careful to take only what they needed and nothing more. The irony is that
these people did not know God as we know Him. They did not have the Bible nor did they
know this or any other verse from the book of Genesis, yet they and many other tribal cultures
throughout history seem to have been far more responsible than those of “civilized” cultures.

God has given all of us dominion over His kingdom. How do we embrace this gift and responsi-
bility in our everyday lives? Are we acting as good rulers of His kingdom, using only what we
need, acting with respect towards the environment. With our insatiable need for oil and all that
comes from it, the recent events in the Gulf seem to show otherwise. Hopefully these events will
help us think a little harder about how we exercise dominion over creation.

Herz-Lane elected bishop on fifth ballot

"RBrothers and sisters, | want you to go out with me into the
neighborhood and do mission and ministry on the street corners.”
With that call to action, the Rev. Wolfgang D. Herz-Lane, currently
serving as an assistant to the bishop and director of evangelical out-
reach for the Delaware-Maryland Synod, accepted the call as bishop.

Herz-Lane was elected to a six-year term on the fifth ballot Satur-
day morning at the Synod Assembly, held June 10-12 at the Eisen-
hower Conference Center, Gettysburg, Pa. His opponent on the fifth
ballot, the Rev. John D. Ranney, a retired pastor from Delaware, gar-
nered 224 votes to Herz-Lane's 255. sy,

A bishop is elected using a procedure called the ecclesiasti- #i:l

cal ballot, in which the first ballot serves as the nominating -
ballot. Some 98 names of ELCA pastors were proposed on that "’fr
first ballot, taken Thursday afternoon as the assembly began. §

The second ballot contained 43 names, from which the top
seven vote-getters went on to the third ballot. Those pastors
were the Rev. James Cobb (Ascension Church, Towson, Md.),
the Rev. Michael Dubsky {St. Luke Church, Hampden, Balti-
more), Assistant to the Bishop Mary Miller-Zurell, Assistant to the
Bishop Virginia Price, the Rev. John Sabatelli (Christ Church, Inner
Harbor, Baltimore), Ranney and Herz-Lane.

The third ballot narrowed the field to three names to appear on the
fourth ballot: Herz-Lane, Ranney and Sabatelli. Results of the fourih
ballot showed that Herz-Lane received 224 votes, Ranney 168 and
Sabatelli 116, which meant that Herz-Lane and Ranney would go on
to the fifth ballot.

Interest in this vear's election ran so high that the assembly atten-
dance was record setting. As of Friday night, 642 people were in at-
tendance: 548 voting members and 114 visitors.

The election of a bishop was far from the only business on the
mind of voting members. Over the course of three days, they dis-
cussed at length an array of resolutions and the proposed 2011 Faith
Spending Plan (FSP), or budget. The assembly...

« approved, by a vote o 297 yes, 36 no, and 19 abstain, the 2011
Faith Spending Plan as proposed by the Synod Council. The
plan authorizes expenditures of slightly more than $3 million.

s designated Nov. 21, 2010, Christ the King Sun-
day, as ELCA World Hunger Appeal Sunday
in the Delaware-Maryland Synoed. Congregations
were further encouraged to make support of the
Hunger Appeal a year-round emphasis, with rec-
ognitions given annually at the Synod Assembly
by the Hunger Mission Force to model congrega-
tions for their support of the appeal.

e designated July 18, 2010, as Lutheran Veolunteer Corps Sunday
in recognition of the 30" anniversary of that group.

s conferred upon the Rev. H. Gerard Knoche the honorary title of
Bishop Emeritus of the Delaware-Maryland Syned.

e received the proposed African Descent Strategy for review and
study and authorized that it be placed on the 2011 Synod Assem-
bly agenda for adoption with financial support provided in the
2012 Faith Spending Plan.

s affirmed and celebrated the partnership between congregations
and the synod as evidenced through annual mission support
{benevolence), expressing its conviction that the level of mission
support is best determined as a percentage of unrestricted, regular
giving in the local congregation and should fall within a range of
10% to 30% of such offerings, with a tithe {(10%6) being the ex-
pected minimum contribution in most cases.

e affirmed and celebrated the partnership between the Delaware-
Maryland Synod and the churchwide expression, directing the
Synod Council and Budget Development Committee to move the
synod from its current 53% mission support to 55% over sev-
eral years, reaching 55% in 2015. This means that, beginning in
the 2015 fiscal year, 55 cents of every dollar the synod receives in

July/August 2010
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mission support will be shared with the Evangelical Lutheran
Church in America.

+ condemned a rally to be held by the white supremacist group,
Aryan Nation, at the Gettysburg battlefield on June 19, calling
for "continued prayer on the part of the church to boldly proclaim
Gad’s work of changing the hearts and minds of those who spread
hatred and terror” and for "continued action on the part of the
church to promote racial justice." The assembly's actions are to be
communicated to several groups, among them local media, the
National Park Service, the mayor, and the Aryan Nation.

+ referred to the Synod Council for action two resolutions: one call-
ing on the synod to continue its anti-racism work in a number of
ways and one dealing with casino gambling at Gettysburg.

Who is this new bishop-elect?

Growing up as a Catholic in Germany, Woligang D. Herz-Lane
dreamed that he might one day become pope. Now, in the United
States in 2010, he has been called as the fourth bishop of the Delaware
-Maryland Synod of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America -
not exactly pope, but, for this converted Lutheran, a new dream ful-
filled.

Born in Schramberg, Germany, in 1954, he immigrated to the
United States in 1973, becoming a citizen in 2008. His parents, Inge
and Josefl Herz, still live in the Black Forest area of Germany.

From what Herz-Lane describes as his "first love," being a re-
porter and newspaper editor, he came to the U.S. in October 1975 as a
volunteer for a church-sponsored volunteer organization similar to the
Peace Corps. e was to spend 18 months as a full-time youth worker
with the Camden (N.J.) Lutheran Parish, then return to Germany.

"1 was planning to go back home and pick up my life where I had
left off,” he says. "Then I fell in love with Camden, with the kids and
the people, with the Lutheran Church... so the Sunday before my re-

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turn te Germany, I became a Lutheran and joined Grace Church.”

Returning to Germany in February 1977, Herz-Lane resumed his
newspaper work. He came back to New Jersey in 1978 on a student
visa to study social work and "once again work in my beloved Grace
Church,” he remembers.

Herz-Lane graduated from the Rutgers University-Camden Col-
lege of Arts and Sciences with a Bachelor of Arts in 1981, earning a
Master of Social Work degree from the university in 1982,

After earning his MSW, he becaine executive director of the
Good Samaritan Center in Camden, where he served until becoming
administrator/director of the Camden Lutheran Parish in 1986. In
1992, he became ELCA Mission Director for the New Jersey Synod, a
position he held until becoming pastor/developer of Bridge of Peace
Lutheran Church, Camden, in 2000.

Receiving the M.Div. degree

In 2001, he graduated from the Lutheran Theological Seminary at
Philadelphia with a Master of Divinity degree. He was ordained Janu-
ary 13, 2001, at St. Stephen’s Lutheran Church, Woadbury, N.J.

During Herz-Lane's years in Camden, he served as voting mem-
ber to three ELCA churchwide assemblies, as well as a member of the
New Jersey Synod Council from 1986 to 1992, As early as 1978, he'd
begun to be involved in community organizing in the inner city.

The work with community organizing lasted until the bishop-elect
accepted the call to serve as ELCA Mission Director for the Delaware
-Maryland and Metropolitan Washington DC synods of the ELCA in
2006. When the ELLCA's unit for Evangelical Qutreach and Congrega-
tional Mission was reorganized in 2009, Herz-Lane transitioned to
serving just the Delaware-Maryland Synod in an expanded role - as
assistant to the bishop and director for evangelical outreach. He is
currently a member of Spirit of Life Church, Wilmington.

He and the Rev. Margaret Lane married in 1983, The couple has
two sons: Josef, 23, of Camden, N.J., and Kyle, 25, of Allentown, Pa.
Pr. Margaret Herz-Lane continues to serve Grace Church, Camden.
